Innovation strategy
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Territorial innovation

� Territories (like companies) can be considered 
as knowledge repositories, embedding 
especially concrete and uncodified knowledge

� Development strategies should thus focus on 
local economic actors’ ability (i.e. SME 
ecosystems) to tap value from their territory’s

TLL Sicily is the first instance of a 
concept we have called Territorial Living 
Lab, that integrally applies the LL 
approach to a territory and its citizens, its
